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HEDGERAKER Cuttings Collector
For horizontal cutting we recommend that you install the cuttings collector. 
This enables you to remove the cuttings easily as the surface of the hedge 
remains clear.

1.	� Position the cuttings collector on the cutter rail.

2.	� Then push the cuttings collector towards the front handle to clamp it 
securely under the three retaining pins.

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3.  CONTROLS2. INSERTING & REMOVING THE BATTERIES

OPERATION

1.	� Align the ribs of the battery with 
the recess in the battery seating.

1.	� With one hand depress and hold 
one of the switches on the front 
handle.

1.	� Press and hold the battery 
release tab and slide the 
battery out from the hedge 
trimmer.

2.	� Slide the battery in so 
that it clicks into place.

2.	� To start the hedge trimmer, 
squeeze the on/off trigger.

3.	� Once either the safety switch or on/off trigger is released the hedge 
trimmer will slow to a stop.

Rotating Handle

The hedge trimmer is fitted with a rotatable rear handle. It can be rotated 90° 
to the left and right.

1.	� To rotate the rear handle slide the handle lock to the rear and rotate the 
rear handle left or right 90°. The handle lock will snap back to lock the 
handle in position.

2.	� To return the handle to its original position, release the lock and rotate the 
rear handle 90°.

Note: The handle lock cannot be pulled back if the On/Off trigger is 
pressed.

For user safety the hedge trimmer is equipped with a two-handed safety 
switch. It works only when one of the switches on the front handle is pressed 
and the on/off trigger are operated simultaneously.

WARNING!: THE HEDGE TRIMMER MAY RUN FOR A FEW 
SECONDS AFTER IT HAS BEEN SWITCHED OFF. LET THE 
MOTOR COME TO A COMPLETE STANDSTILL BEFORE 
SETTING THE TOOL DOWN.

WARNING!: ALWAYS USE THE HEDGE TRIMMER WITH 
BOTH HANDS.

Only use 2 batteries with the same capacity. Always use 2 batteries with the 
same charge state with the hedge trimmer.



4.  OPERATION

Side cutting
When trimming the sides of the hedge, begin at the bottom and cut upwards. 
Trim the side of a hedge so that it will be slightly narrower at the top. This 
shape will expose more of the hedge, resulting in a more uniform growth.

•	 A hedge trimmer can be used to cut shrubs and bushes as well as hedges.

•	� To obtain the best cutting results, hold the hedge trimmer so that the 
cutter teeth are at an angle of approx. 15° in relation to the hedge.

•	 Maintain proper footing and balance. Do not overreach.

•	 Do not cut hedges when wet. (For best results are achieved when dry).

•	� The twin-bladed cutters rotate in opposite directions, thus enabling cutting 
in both directions.

•	� To ensure that you cut the hedge to a level height, we recommend tying 
a guide line of string or similar along the hedge. Cut off all branches that 
protrude beyond the guide line

WARNING! BE PARTICULARLY ATTENTIVE WHEN 
CUTTING ALONG THE GUIDE LINE. DO NOT CUT 
THROUGH THE GUIDE LINE. THIS COULD GET 
ENTANGLED IN THE BLADES AND LEAD TO INJURIES 
OR DAMAGE TO PROPERTY.

Top cutting
Use a wide sweeping motion. A slight downward tilt of the cutting blades in 
the direction of motion gives the best cutting results. 

If the Blade gets Blocked
1. Stop the equipment.
2. Remove the batteries.
3. �Remove the jammed material from the blade (wear work gloves to prevent 

injury when you do so).



MAINTENANCE

• 	� If the trimmer vibrates abnormally, stop motor immediately. Abnormal vibration usually indicates 
a mechanical problem continued operation could lead to injury or damage.

• 	� Always place the blade cover on the blade before storing or transporting the hedge trimmer. Use 
caution to avoid the sharp teeth of the blade.

• 	� Store the hedge trimmer indoors, in a dry place that is inaccessible to children.

Sharpening the cutting blade
1.	� Start and stop your hedge 

trimmer until the cutter blade 
and the guard are slightly 
offset.

2.	� Remove the batteries from 
your hedge trimmer.

3.	� Clamp the blade assembly in a vise and file the exposed cutting surface of each 
blade tooth. Remove as  
little material as possible.

4.	� Remove the hedge trimmer from  
the vise and insert both batteries. Repeat 
steps 1-3 for the unsharpened edges of the 
blade teeth.

Note: Do not operate your hedge trimmer with 
dull or damaged cutting blades. This may cause 
overload and will give unsatisfactory cutting 
results. 

Lubricating the blade
For best operation and longer blade life, lubricate the hedge trimmer blade with light 
weight machine oil before and after each use.

1.	� Remove both batteries from the hedge 
trimmer.

2.	� Lay the hedge trimmer on a flat surface. 
Apply a light weight machine oil along the 
edge of the top blade.

• 	� Keep all parts of the body away from the cutter blade. Do not remove cut 
material or hold material to be cut when blades are moving. Make sure the switch is off when 
clearing jammed material. A moment of inattention while operating the hedge trimmer may result 
in serious personal injury.

• 	� Carry the hedge trimmer by the handle with the cutter blade 
stopped. When transporting or storing the hedge trimmer always fit the cutting device cover. 
Proper handling of the hedge trimmer will reduce possible personal injury from the cutter blades.

• 	� Hold the power tool by insulated gripping surfaces only, because the 
cutter blade may contact hidden wiring. Cutter blades contacting a “live” wire may 
make exposed metal parts of the power tool “live” and could give the operator an electric shock.

• 	� Perform visual inspection on the hedge being trimmed. To ensure no wire 
fences or foreign objects that the hedge trimmer may contact during operation.

• 	�� Never allow children or people unfamiliar with these instructions to use the Hedge Trimmer.

• 	� Avoid using the Hedge Trimmer, while people, especially children or pets, are nearby.

• 	� Use the Hedge Trimmer only in daylight or good artificial light.

• 	� Never operate the Hedge Trimmer with damaged guards or without guards in place.

• 	� Switch on the Hedge Trimmer only when the hands and feet are away from the cutting blades.

• 	� Use only the manufacturer’s recommended replacement parts and accessories.

• 	� Always remove the battery from the Hedge Trimmer when leaving the Hedge Trimmer unattended.

• 	� Always remove the battery from the Hedge Trimmer before carrying out maintenance or cleaning 
work.

• 	� Inspect and maintain the Hedge Trimmer regularly. Have the Hedge Trimmer repaired only by an 
authorized repairer.

• 	� When not in use, store the Hedge Trimmer out of the reach of children.

• 	� Face the cutting blades away from yourself, other people and animals while the power is connected 
to the Hedge Trimmer (especially during operation).

• 	� Use both handles.

• 	� Keep ventilation openings clear of debris. Keep handles dry, clean and free of oil and grease.

• 	 Do Not use if under influence of alcohol, drugs, medication or fatigue.

• 	 Ensure regular breaks are taken if the task entails long duration time.

• 	 Do not run while using hedge trimmer.

• 	 Never operate the hedge trimmer in the rain or in wet conditions.

• 	 Never modify or lock on/off trigger and safety switch on.

• 	� Never reach underneath the Hedge Trimmer (the cutting blade area) until it has completely stopped 
and the power has been disconnected.

Note: The supply of 230V and 240V on Ozito tools are interchangeable for Australia and New Zealand.
If the supply cord is damaged, it must be replaced by an electrician or a power tool repairer in order to avoid a hazard.

Using an Extension Lead
Always use an approved extension lead suitable for the power input of this tool. Before use, inspect the extension lead for signs of 
damage, wear and ageing. Replace the extension lead if damaged or defective.
When using an extension lead on a reel, always unwind the lead completely. Use of an extension lead not suitable for the power 
input of the tool or which is damaged or defective may result in a risk of fire and electric shock.
The power supply for this products charger should be protected by a residual current device (rated at 30mA
or less). A residual current device reduces the risk of electric shock.

 GENERAL POWER TOOL SAFETY WARNINGS

 ELECTRICAL SAFETY

WARNING! Read all safety warnings and all instructions. Failure to follow the warnings and 
instructions may result in electric shock, fire and/or serious injury.  
Save all warnings and instructions for future reference. The term “power tool” in the 

warnings refers to your mains-operated (corded) power tool or battery-operated (cordless) 
power tool.
1. Work area safety 
a. 	 �Keep work area clean and well lit. Cluttered or dark areas invite accidents. 
b. 	 �Do not operate power tools in explosive atmospheres, such as in the presence of 

flammable liquids, gases or dust. Power tools create sparks which may ignite the dust or fumes. 
c. 	 �Keep children and bystanders away while operating a power tool. Distractions can cause you to lose 

control.
2. Electrical safety 
a. 	 �Power tool plugs must match the outlet. Never modify the plug in any way. Do not use 

any adapter plugs with earthed (grounded) power tools. Unmodified plugs and matching outlets will 
reduce risk of electric shock. 

b. 	� Avoid body contact with earthed or grounded surfaces, such as pipes, radiators, ranges 
and refrigerators. There is an increased risk of electric shock if your body is earthed or grounded. 

c. 	� Do not expose power tools to rain or wet conditions. Water entering a power tool will increase the risk 
of electric shock. 

d. 	 �Do not abuse the cord. Never use the cord for carrying, pulling or unplugging the power 
tool. Keep cord away from heat, oil, sharp edges or moving parts. Damaged or entangled cords 
increase the risk of electric shock. 

e. 	� When operating a power tool outdoors, use an extension cord suitable for outdoor use. 
Use of a cord suitable for outdoor use reduces the risk of electric shock. 

f. 	 �If operating a power tool in a damp location is unavoidable, use a residual current device 
(RCD) protected supply. Use of an RCD reduces the risk of electric shock. 

3. Personal safety 
a. 	 �Stay alert, watch what you are doing and use common sense when operating a power 

tool. Do not use a power tool while you are tired or under the influence of drugs, alcohol 
or medication.

d. 	� Remove any adjusting key or wrench before turning the power tool on. A wrench or a key left 
attached to a rotating part of the power tool may result in personal injury. 

e. 	� Do not overreach. Keep proper footing and balance at all times. This enables better control of the 
power tool in unexpected situations. 

f. 	 �Dress properly. Do not wear loose clothing or jewellery. Keep your hair, clothing and 
gloves away from moving parts. Loose clothes, jewellery or long hair can be caught in moving parts.

g. 	� If devices are provided for the connection of dust extraction and collection facilities, 
ensure these are connected and properly used. Use of dust collection can reduce dust-related hazards.

4. Power tool use and care 
a. 	 �Do not force the power tool. Use the correct power tool for your application. The correct 

power tool will do the job better and safer at the rate for which it was designed. 
b. 	� Do not use the power tool if the switch does not turn it on and off. Any power tool that cannot be 

controlled with the switch is dangerous and must be repaired. 
c. 	 �Disconnect the plug from the power source and/or the battery pack from the power 

tool before making any adjustments, changing accessories, or storing power tools. Such 
preventive safety measures reduce the risk of starting the power tool accidentally. 

d. 	� Store idle power tools out of the reach of children and do not allow persons unfamiliar 
with the power tool or these instructions to operate the power tool. Power tools are dangerous in 
the hands of untrained users. 

e. 	� Maintain power tools. Check for misalignment or binding of moving parts, breakage of 
parts and any other condition that may affect the power tool’s operation. If damaged, 
have the power tool repaired before use. Many accidents are caused by poorly maintained power tools. 

f. 	 �Keep cutting tools sharp and clean. Properly maintained cutting tools with sharp cutting edges are less likely to 
bind and are easier to control. 

g. 	� Use the power tool, accessories and tool bits etc. in accordance with these instructions, 
taking into account the working conditions and the work to be performed. Use of the power 
tool for operations different from those intended could result in a hazardous situation. 

5. Battery tool use and care
a.	� Recharge only with the charger specified by the manufacturer. A charger that is suitable for one 

type of battery pack may create a risk of fire when used with another battery pack.
b. 	� Use power tools only with specifically designated battery packs. Use of any other battery packs may 

create a risk of injury and fire.
c. 	 �When battery pack is not in use, keep it away from other metal objects, like paper clips, 

coins, keys, nails, screws or other small metal objects, that can make a connection from 
one terminal to another. Shorting the battery terminals together may cause burns or a fire.
