CHARGING YOUR LITHIUM ION BATTERY

This battery has been shipped in a low charge condition, and requires charging prior to
use. Allow several cycles of charging and discharging (through use with a compatible
tool) for the battery to reach its optimum performance / runtime.

This battery is compatible with chargers from the 18V Qzito Power X Change range
available through your local Bunnings Warehouse. Product availability may differ.

Insert the power plug of the charger into the mains socket outlet. The green LED
will begin to flash when properly connected to power supply.

Insert the battery pack into the battery charger .

Remove battery from the charger once fully charged. Disconnect the charger from
the power supply.
